If you 
wish to purchase supplies prior to the class, we will provide you with a supply list and 
information on vendors. Our instructors will also have supplies with them if you wish to 
purchase your supplies/supply kit at the class. Please note there are one or two classes 
that will require you to purchase your supplies prior to the class so you can complete 
preparations to be ready for starting the class. For the silver PMC (precious metal clay) 
classes, you will also need to pay for the silver PMC+® packet along with your deposit. 

 

BOOKING CLASSES: When you book a class with us, you will be required to pay a 
20% non-refundable deposit to The Studios to reserve your class space using a major 
credit card. The remainder may be paid by cash or check to the instructor at the class.
